Extract “yocto-64bit-toolchain.tar.gz” in your local folder,

Run “oecore-x86_64-aarch64-toolchain-nodistro.0.sh” to install toolchain.

Configuration environment parameter.

You can run “environment-setup-aarch64-poky-linux” script to configuration environment. This script
file is under the directory which you set in step 2.

[MT8516_SDK]S source environment-setup-aarch64-poky-linux

o Step 4:

Now you can use this toolchain to compile your program



[MT8516_SDK]S vi test.c
Edit your test.c.

[MT8516_SDK]S SCC test.c -o test

For environment variables, you can refer to “environment-setup-aarch64-poky-linux”

[MT8516_SDK]S vi environment-setup-aarch64-poky-linux
